The county was once so large, it
stretched all the way to the Mississippi River.

— The oldest store still in operation is HW Little & Co.
Hardware on S. Greene St., family owned since 1894.
— The oldest residential structure in the historic district

is the Boggan-Hammond House, dating to the late
1700's.

— The oldest commercial building in the historic district

is the Leavitt House on Martin St. Originally an inn,

it

dates to 1825. It is now a Historical Society museum.

— Uptown Wadesboro is home to four museums

maintained by the Anson County Historical Society.

— Wadesboro's historic buildings and landmarks
include the 1912 County Courthouse, the 1923
U.S. Post Office as well as the Eastview
Cemetery (at the end of Brent St.) where the
oldest headstone dates to 1807.

— The Ansonia Theatre is an old vaudeville
theatre built in 1925, currently undergoing
renovation.

— Wadesboro has a Planetarium & Science
Center.
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
